LB* 1267 (Legislative Bill)

As an external consultant during the 2022 Legislature, Dr. Lazaro Arture Spindola testified in
faver of the LB 1267, which was introduced by 5enator Vargas requesting 5500,000 in COVID
Relief Funds for five different Commissions including the Mebraska Commission on Latino
Americans, the Indian Affairs Commission, Commission on African Affairs, Commission for the
Deaf and Hard Hearing and Commission for the Blind and Visually Impaired. The purpose of the
bill is to conduct a study on how COVID-19 has impacted Latino families. Dr. Spindola was asked
to write a hscal impact statement, which is a budget in which he stated how the money was
going to be used. Even though the bill was co-signed by many Senators, it was indefinitely
postponed.

LB* 1238 (Legislative Bill)

LE 1238 was introduced by Senator Tony Vargas and Senator Mike McDonnell regarding the
appropriate federal funds to the Department of Economic Development for the South Omaha
Recovery Grant Program. This bill was indefinitely postponed.

A Legislative BIIl (LB*) is a proposal to create, change or delete one or more laws.

LR* 451(Legislative Resolution)

Senator Tony Vargas and Pansing Brooks presented the LR 451, Its purpose was to celebrate the
accomplishments and service of our state of the Commission on Latino-Americans over the past
fifty vears.

The resolution is as follows:

OME HUNDRED SEVENTH LEGISLATURE SECOND SESSION LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 451
Introduced by Wargas, 7; Pansing Brooks, 28. WHEREAS, the Commission on Latino-Americans
has been a voice for the Hispanic-Lating community in the Nebraska state government for fifty
vears; and WHEREAS, the Commission on Latino-Americans provides the Latino-American
community service in education, employment, health, housing, welfare, and recreation; and
WHEREAS, the Commission on Latino-Americans works with organizations across the state to
disseminate information, stimulate public awareness, and identify and solve issues that affect
the Hispanic-Latino community; and WHEREAS, the Commission an Latino-Americans supports
the Mebraska Hispanic Lating Youth Summit which provides high schoaol students education
about their pastgraduate opportunities; and WHEREAS, the service of the Commission on
Latino-Americans to the Hispanic-Latino community of Nebraska over the past fifty vears
deserves recognition by the Legislature. NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS
OF THE ONE HUNDRED SEVENTH LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOMND SESSION: 1. That the
Legislature celebrates the accomplishments and service to our state of the Commission on
Latino-Americans, 2, That a copy of this resoclution be sent to the Commission on Lating

Dr. Lazaro Spindola, who served as the
Executive Director of the MNebraska
Commission on Latino Americans for 11 years,
retired on December 31st, 2021. Since then he
served as an external consultant providing
training to the current staff until May of 2022

Dr. Lazaro was born in Santiago de las Vegas,
Cuba; he and his family moved to Venezuela at
the age of nine. In Venezuela, he continued his
education and received a Medical Degree
from the University of Carabobo specializing
in Trauma and Orthopedic Surgery. He came
to the United States of America in 1996 and
pursued his interest in Public Health. He
received his Master’s Degree in Public Health
from Walden University in Baltimore. He has
served as the Minority Health Coordinator of
the East Central District Health Department in
Columbus, NE. He has demonstrated his
leadership skills through roles as Chairperson
of the Minority Health Advisory Council,
participating in the MNebraska HN/AIDS
Prevention Consortium, and serving as a
member of the School of Public Health
Advisory Committee at LUNO.

He was one of the first medical interpreter
trainers in Nebraska. Even now, he continues
to develop lessons for interpreters with the
help of Southeast Community College, the
Mebraska Association of Translators and
Interpreters, and the Office of Health
Disparities and Health Equity.

In April 20010, Dr. Spindola took an active role as the
Executive Director of the Mebraska Commission on
Latino Americans (formerly known as Mexican
American Commission) by implementing and
promoting a modernized outlet of information with a
focus on comprehensive haolistic reporting on issues
faced by the growing Latino/Hispanic community in
Nebraska.

Dr. Lazaro Arturo Spindola’s immeasurable
contributions and immense dedication have and will
always be a role model for others to follow. His
support and encouragement during the hard times
and the good times were integral for the Latino
community,

During his years at the Commission, he faced several
challenges against the Latino community: individuals
testifying against Latinos at the Capitol, people trying
to eliminate the Commission and the proposal of
anti-immigration laws among others. He supported
numerous laws that aided the Latino community such
as prenatal care for Latinas and the Deferred Action on
Childhood Arrivals program.

Dr. S5pindola and the Commission were instrumental
in the success of the 2020 Census operation during
COVID-19. He has always been very supportive of the
youth in the state through the Latino Youth Summit
event which allows Latino high school students to
learn about college opportunities and leadership.
The Commission on Latino Americans wishes him
every success in the future and best of luck in his new
endeavors. We will greatly miss you and the work you
have done for us!

Commissioner Evans (Hastings):

Commissioner Evans reported that the South
Heartland Health Department organized focus
groups discussing the needs of the Latino
community. They brought speakers from Omaha. She
also informed that many people from Honduras and
Guatemala are arriving in rural areas.

Commissioner Barrera (Grand Island):

Sandra Barrera is the founder of the Grand Island Latino
Network Group and the Grand Island Young
Professionals of Color organization. They are working
to improve the Fourth Street business area with the BID
{Business Improvement District). They are also working
on bringing state visitors to Fourth 5treet and Latino
businesses to the fair. The State Fair is an event that
gathers around 300K people every year. Commissioner
Barrera is also involved with the Hispanic Heritage
Maonth event.

Commissioner Castro-Matukewicz (Omaha):
Commissioner Castro and Peck met to connect with the
Mebraska Enterprise Fund and Vesta event, an online
platform to promaote local events. Wells Fargo agreed to
provide a grant to two organizations, the Nebraska
Hispanic Chamber of Commerce and MNebraska
Enterprise Fund for them to purchase several events
from Vesta. They are going to offer 800 events for free
to small businesses across the state. The Nebraska
Hispanic Chamber of Commerce is going to focus on
Latino businesses and Commissioner Peck is going to
organize four events to help promote this opportunity.
Commissioner Castro also works with housing, small
business, and financial education. Along with the
Center for Rural Affairs, she helped to organize the
Latina Business Conference in 5outh Sioux City back in
May.

Commissioner Whitmore {Shelby):

She has been in personnel meetings in regards to the
hiring efforts for the new Executive. She assisted
families in her community and was present at the
50-year proclamation presented by Gowvernor Pete
Ricketts.

Commissioner Carvajal (Lincoln):

She also has been working in the efforts to find the
right person for the Executive Director position; she
commented on the need to make sure the Latino
entrepreneurs have the permits, knowledge, and
education concerning opening their businesses. She
said that we, as Latinos, are eager to start our
businesses but do not think about all the
requirements needed to start. This will avoid IRS fines
and cbstacles on the way. She wondered about ways
to prevent future problems for them. Commissioner
Castro recommended referring them to the Center of
Rural Affairs.

Commissioner Rodriguez (Madison):
5he worked with community members and students
on FAF5A applications.

Commissioner Peck (Omaha):

Talked about her work with the Latino business
community in Columbus, 5chuyler, and Omaha
through the Mebraska Hispanic Chamber of
Commerce,

The commissioners set the date and place for the
next quarterly meeting and agreed to do it in Grand
Island on June 18th, 2022 but due to unforeseen
circumstances it was moved to July 23rd in Omaha.

At the beginning of March, the Governor of Mebraska, Pete Ricketts, commemorated the 50th anniversary of the
Commission on Latino-Americans -Ifﬂrmerlj,.r known as the Mexican American Commission) I:u}r signing a proclamation at the
Governor's Courtroom located at the State Capitol in Lincoln, Mebraska.

The Commission was first established with the passage of Bill LB 1081 during the 1972 Legislature. On July 15, 2010, it
officially changed its name to the Commission on Lating-Americans. The Commission is formed by commissioners from
throughout the State of Nebraska, one of whom serves as the Governor's representative, It serves as a liaison between the
Mebraska state government and the Hispanic/Latino community.

Current members are Yesenia Peck of Omaha (Chair); Aida Evans of Hastings (Vice-Chair); Leticia Rodriguez of Madison
{Secratary); Lali 5age of Lincoln (Governor’s Representative), Crista Castro-Matukewicz of Omaha, Jaime Suarez of Omaha,
Dara Vivas of Lexington, and Maria Whitmore of Shelby.

The Commission an Latino-Americans develops relationships with State Legislators and can easily testify for or against bills
that would directly affect the Hispanic/Latino community and also joins forces with other arganizations to identify and
work to resolve issues affecting Nebraska's Hispanic/Latino population.

During the proclamation signing ceremany, Governor Pete Ricketts recognized the great work that the Commission has
done over the years such as the role it played in the 2020 Census and its effective response during the pandemic.

The governor also thanked the leadership of former Executive Director Lazaro Arturo Spindola for eleven years of service:
"We want the Latino community to continue growing in our state and we will continue working for that,” he concluded.
Senator Tony Vargas was present and expressed a few words thanking the Governor for all the work he does with and for
the community, especially for the teamwaork and leadership shown during the pandemic with the Commission.

Morma de la O came to Nebraska with her parents in the 70s.
They started working at the former BEPI located in Dakota City,
Mebraska. Her mom taught her at an early age to be helpful. She
recalls getting in trouble because she gave away all of their
blankets to a family in need. *My mom was so mad at me but |
knew | needed to help this family,” she said.

In 1998 at a professional level she started serving the Hispanic
community through the Community Action Agency, a nonprofit
arganization serving low-income individuals since 1971, After
some years of working with the Latino community, she saw a
need to create an organization for the Hispanic community and
formed “Siouxfand Unidad Latina,” a non-profit corporation
that provided scholarships and training opportunities to
emerging Latino leaders during the time it was active.

For several years, Siouxland Unidad Latina was the vaice of the
community and the main organizer of the Festival Cinco de
Mayo., When we asked her about how she got involved with the
Mebraska Commission on Latino-Americans, she said she knew
about and loved the work they did. Norma was appointed by
the governor Mike Johanns and was able to help the community
at another level,

Far Morma, being a Commissioner was a good learning
experience and met a lot of new people. One of the most
exciting events for her was the Latino Youth Summit; seeing all
these Latino students learning leadership skills and college
opportunities was a fascinating experience. She was also able to
learn more about the legislation and the bills that impacted the
Hispanic Community during those years,

During her time as a Commissioner, she brought to the table the
needs and concerns of the community in the Siouxland area.
*Siouxland has a large Hispanic community and since we are 50
close to lowa sometimes our needs are not meet” she
mentioned, During those years the community faced challenges
such as immigration issues or the Da kota County Attorney
wanting to prosecute undocumented people,

Ower the years, the city of South Sioux City and its public officials
have acknowledged the growth of the community and have
been very welcoming and support activities that have to do
with the Hispanic community, | really think that the presence of
a Commission representative has been very helpful to build
these positive relationships,” she said, *It was an honor for me to
serve al the MAC”,

Morma expressed her concern about not having a current
commissioner from the South Sioux City area: "My message to
the younger generations is to put themselves out there and get
to know what's going on in the legislature and how some bills
affect us as a community; anybody that feels to get back to the
community this is the time to do it”,

There are great organizations in the area like Unity in Action
that work on some of the issues affecting the Latino community
but they need more help. Norma closed the interview by
sending a message of love to all the people that have been a
part of the Commission for all these years: "I met a lot of friends,
| hope everybody is doing amazing, | love you all”
